Minutes of the meeting of Melverley Parish Council held at the Melverley Village Hall on 16th June 2021 at 7.30 pm. 

Present: Cllrs Sally Herbert-Jones, Cath Jones, Roger Jones

21.16		Apologies – Cllrs Rosy Harding, Vince Hunt

21.17	To reaffirm Declarations of Interest(s) – councillors confirmed there were no declaration of interest

21.18	Public session: To provide an opportunity for members of the public to speak (15 mins) – there were no members of the public

21.19		To approve the minutes of the meeting on 7th April 2021 – unanimously approved

21.20	To receive updates on:
(a)	Flood defence developments to include argae works and IDB update: there was no IDB update; works on the Argae have commenced but concerns remain about the proposed line of the Argae, the process for building it, and the timescales, given the approaching flood ‘season’. Council expressed concern about the level of attention being paid to managing burrowing wildlife, and the speed with which the site will attain stability once work is completed. It was reported that the work undertaken by the Environment Agency at the Ark had been completed
Emergency works were underway between Melverley Green Junction and Green Farm Junction until 29th October 202, to repair a culvert and collapsing road
(b)	Rescue Boat discussions The Chairman reported that advice from a rescue specialist has confirmed that the current punt is most suited to the conditions, although the punt and its users would benefit from some equipment and process improvements. Council agreed to discuss the matter with our insurers, purchase additional/replacement equipment, maintain suitable written records, offer training, and conduct suitable risk assessments. The Clerk will explore securing funding for a second punt. It was also agreed to hold an event promoting river/flood safety, in the early autumn.
(c)	Damage to Bridleway/Byway, rear of Village Hall. The Council’s footpath officer has been made aware of the issue, and is awaiting the outcome of further local discussions regarding remediation 
(d)	Police report – PC Roy Alderwick attended and explained the work he and colleagues have been undertaking in the parish. The Parish Council will receive regular reports and will maintain contact with police staff.
(e)	Co-option – discussions with local residents will continue.

21.21	Correspondence and other matters:
(a) 	consider and determine purchase of laptop for Parish Clerk – council unanimously agreed that a laptop should be provided and Cllr Roger Jones agreed to help with the purchase
(b) 	Residents’ concern regarding Wern Llyddn – Council noted that this was an adopted road and agreed that the issue should be reported to Shropshire Council Highways department.
