Minutes of Meeting of the Parish Council held after the AGM on Wednesday, 22 May 2017 at the Melverley Village Hall


1. Members of the Public Address the Parish Council.
Mr J Hemming and Mrs A. Hemming were present and wished to express their congratulations to the new elected members.
