21.25		The Chairman welcomed Cllr Vince Hunt to the meeting. There were no apologies

21.26	To reaffirm Declarations of Interest(s) – there were no declarations of interest

21.27	Public session: There were no members of the public present 

21.28		The minutes of the meeting on 16th June 2021 were unanimously approved

21.29	To receive updates:
(a)	Report from Shropshire Councillor – Cllr Hunt reported:
· The local plan would be considered by Shropshire Council on 15th July
· A meeting with Cabinet colleagues and senior officers would take place late July regarding flooding issues in Shropshire
· The Council was determined to improve roads in Shropshire
· A new public reporting was to be introduced which should improve response times
· Waste recycling bins were to be replaced with an additional wheelie bin
· Cllrs drew Cllr Hunt’s attention to concerns about the state of Melverley Bridge
(b)	Flood defence developments to include argae works and IDB update
· A multi-agency meeting took place on 13th July at which it was reported that the Melverley Internal Drainage Board (IDB) would be clearing ditches
· Argae works still underway – further update awaited
· Melverley is to pilot a new way of reporting the impact of flooding to the EA and Severn Valley Water Management Scheme, including photos and videos, to be linked to the National Flood Forum
(c)	Police report – provided by email, limited action other than dealing with issue concerning agricultural traffic and hedge cutting
(d)	Co-option – no progress to date
